26, paragraph 2 of the Article of Incorporation of the Company. The Company will retain those agreements if 

the candidates are reelected.  

6. Mr. Iwama, Mr. Mori and Mr. Mashiko are the candidates of Outside Director. 

7. Mr. Mori has served as the Outside Company Auditor of the Company from June 2012 to June 2013, and also 

served as the Outside Director of the Company from June 2013 to June 2014. 

8. Mr. Mori and Mr. Mashiko meet the criteria of Independent Officers required by Tokyo Stock Exchange, and 

the Company will register them as Independent Officers. 

9. The company enters into the directors and officers liability insurance provided under the Article 430-3, 

Paragraph 1 of the Companies Act with an insurance company which will compensate any damage of the insured 

persons arising out of execution of their duties including without limitation any liability and expense therefrom. 

The company will insure any and all its and its subsidiaries’ director, executive officer, supervisor and the 

employees who are in charge of execution of the management and bear all insurance fees. The insurance will 

cover the candidates of directors when they are elected and be renewed during their term of office.
