Accordingly, annualized premium*l of policies-in-force as of the end of
July 2015 was 8,957 million yen, the number of policies-in-force resulted in a total of 217,986, and
sum insured of policies-in-force stands at 1,857,465 million yen.

In July 2015, insurance premiums and claims and benefits recorded 739 million yen (108% of
July 2014) and 102 million yen (96% of July 2014), respectively.
