The number 

of policies-in-force resulted in a total of 219,471, and sum insured of policies-in-force stands at 

1,868,961 million yen. 

In September 2015, insurance premiums and claims and benefits recorded 744 million yen 

(107% of September 2014) and 87 million yen (81% of September 2014), respectively.
